HOW THANK AN ENTREPRENEUR WORKS
IN SHOWING YOUR GRATITUDE:

STEP 1: Identify someone who has helped you along your
entrepreneurial journey, whom you’ve never

properly thanked.

STEP 2: Write them a genuine letter of gratitude for their
positive impact on your life, and share it with them.
Ideally, you would read it to them in person. This act
allows you to express your gratitude at a more meaningful
level, and it will leave you with a deeper sense of the blessings
and gifts in your own life .

STEP 3: Inspire a new generation of principled entrepreneurs
by submitting your letter to ActonHero.org.

All letters received by November 23, 2008 (the conclusion of Global
Entrepreneurship Week) will be eligible for selection as one of the five
featured entrepreneurial heroes. Each one will receive a testimonial
video (see previous page for description).

SAMPLE GRATITUDE LETTER

Although there’s no formula on how to write a letter of gratitude,
try to be genuine and specific as to how the individual has impacted
your life and in what ways they are a hero to you. Letters should
ideally be 300 to 600 words in length.

Sample letter:

Roger,

The other day | was thinking about our relationship and the remarkable
fact that we’ve know each other for over 20 years. When | reflect on
the time that’s passed — from that first day waiting in the lobby, where
after a three-hour interview, you invited me to join your company, to
where | am today with my own company — | have a lot to thank you for.

You’ve been a mentor, an advisor, and a close friend.

I don’t have enough fingers to count the times you’ve been there for
me, but the one that really stands out in my mind was during that first
year with Mercury. A year into my venture, | couldn’t figure out why |
was supposedly making a profit but quickly running out of cash. With
my family worried | was about to lose everything, one rainy night, |
finally cracked and had no one to turn to. Then | remembered the good
advice you gave me in college about doing what you love no matter
what the circumstances. | called you; the phone rang five times, and |
was about to hang up in defeat. On the sixth ring, you picked up and
changed my life yet again. Needless to say, your probing questions
about my customers and what it costs to serve them got me thinking
about alternatives — and gave me the courage to say no to some
business, so | could focus on the most probable customers. Your support
gave me the clarity and perspective | needed to determine my next
steps, which was the saving grace for my company.

I've always admired your grace under fire, and I've never been more
inspired than by the story you told me about your second company,
when your warehouse went up in flames three weeks before shipping
for the Christmas season began and, trying to keep costs low, you
didn’t have adequate insurance. You got in your car and drove
thousands of miles over the next few weeks to get your suppliers

to restock you and extend you even better terms so you could
salvage something from the holiday sales and save your company.
Your story is a testament to your perseverance — and persuasiveness!

I am forever grateful that you saw something in me all those years ago,
and even more grateful that you offered me a helping hand when |
needed it most.
